St. Michael Flood Repair Update
The insurance check has finally arrived, and work to the
church is finally underway! The insurance ;o
company issued a payment of
$223,651.42, which reflects the
estimated cost of damages and
replacements, minus depreciation and
the deductible.
Currently, the estimated repair cost is $326,559.82 - this
primarily covers structural repairs to the building and does
not include the replacement of certain furniture, such as the
baptismal font and other wooden furnishings.
Donations received so far have been placed in a Deferred
Maintenance account. The total funds available at this
time are:

o Insurance check: $223,651.42

o Deferred Maintenance funds: $49,423.77

o Total available: $273,075.19
Additionally, St. Michael has a savings account balance of
$34,511.80, bringing the total available funds to
$307,586.99.
With the current estimated repair cost of $326,559.82, this
leaves a shortfall of $18,972.83. (plus replacement of
certain furniture as needed) The parish checking account
holds $28,032.82, but using all available resources would
leave no financial cushion for emergencies.
A detailed breakdown of expenses is posted at each parish.

Preparing for a Great Marriage:

The Catholic Church teaches that marriage is a
covenant, a contract and a bond between a man and a
woman that forms a partnership for life. The marriage
bond is a unique and exclusive relationship between
husband and wife for the sanctification of the couple and
for the procreation and Christ-centered nurturing of
children in a family.

The family, with its foundation in marriage, is a
fundamental unit of the Church. Marriage is also a basic
social institution of human society. Marital love is at the
service of the couple, the children, the community, and of
the world. Because of its timeless importance, the Church
teachers that marriage between two baptized Christians is
a sacrament, a source of grace and a sign of God’s love for
the world.

Every sacrament needs preparation for its fruitful
celebration. The Church wants to ensure that those
entering the life-long commitment of marriage are
adequately prepared for the riches and the responsibilities
that are intrinsic to it. This is why the Diocese of Jefferson
City has a policy for marriage preparation. It is not to make
the couple “check the boxes” or “jump through hoops.” In
her efforts of remote, proximate and immediate
preparation, the Church is not trying to make it more
difficult to get married, but rather provide the best
opportunity for equipping the couple to live a shared life
of love, compassion and nurturing grace.
